PRESEASON NOTES

«  Fourth-year head coach Brian Jones has upped his team’s win total in each of his first three seasons at UND and posted his best season
at the school in 2008-09 by leading the Fighting Sioux to a 16-12 record. The squad closed out the season by winning four of its last five,
including wins over Division | foes SIU-Edwardsville, Seattle and long-time rival South Dakota.

- After transition to the Division | level a season ago, the Fighting Sioux will play its first full schedule at that level this season. The team’s 30-
game regular season schedule also includes a 12-game slate in Great West Conference play. UND is one of seven charter members of the
Great West’s men’s basketball league.

«  The Sioux will be playing five first-time opponents during the 2009-10 season (Houston Baptist, IPFW, Loyola-Marymount, Utah Valley and
Waldorf College). Houston Baptist and Utah Valley are members of the Great West Conference and will play the Sioux twice along with other
league members Chicago State, New Jersey Tech, South Dakota and Texas-Pan American.

- TheFighting Sioux will play five games against schools from the state of Texas this season. Entering the campaign, UND has only played six
games against Lone Star State teams in its hardwood history.

- UND will play two teams that advanced to the 2009 NCAA Tournament (Northern lowa and Texas A&M). The match-up with former NCC rival
Northern lowa will be the first between the two clubs since Feb. 17, 1978. The Sioux lead the all-time series with the Panthers 47-32 and
have won 16 of 17 overall. Texas A&M defeated UND 76-62 in the first meeting between the two teams last season (Jan. 5, 2009).

- Senior guard Travis Bledsoe (Minneapolis, Minn.) is the team's top returning scorer after averaging 10.7 ppg a season ago. Playing most of
the season as the first player off the bench, he tied the UND single-season record for 3-point field goal accuracy, connecting on 45.7 percent
of his long-range attempts.

«  Senior forward Travis Mertens (Devils Lake, N.D.) is the lone returning starter back from a season ago. In his first year with the Sioux after
transferring from Lake Region State College, Mertens averaged 9.2 ppg and shot 49 percent from the field.

- Sophomore Patrick Mitchell (Des Moines, lowa) logged valuable minutes during his redshirt freshman season, appearing in 27 games and
averaging 6.7 ppg off the bench. With 32 blocks, Mitchell had nearly twice as many blocks than his next closest teammate in that category
(Travis Mertens, 17).
